CRITERIA AND DATES OF THE ADMISSION TESTS TO THE 39th CYCLE
A.Y. 2023-2024
The selection procedure takes place through: A) evaluation of a research project; B) a written test; C) an oral exam.

For the evaluation of the candidates, the Examining Commission has a total of 120 points: (up to a maximum of) 20 points for the research project; 60 points for the written test; 40 points for the oral exam.

The overall minimum score (research project + written test + oral test) for admission to the research doctorate is 80/120.
A) Research project: up to a maximum of 20 points.
Candidates must submit a research project they intend to carry out in the three-year period of the doctorate, which will be evaluated by the Commission of selection for the purpose of admission to the written test. 
The project must have a minimum length of 25,000 characters and a maximum of 35,000 characters (spaces, punctuation, notes and bibliography included), written in Italian and including index and bibliography (with bibliographic indications, including international ones); must indicate the reference subject within the curricula of the PhD course (administrative law; constitutional law and general public law; criminal law and procedure).
The evaluation of the research project is carried out on the basis of the following parameters:

(i) Relevance of the research project.

The project is required to account for the scientific elaboration on the chosen research topic, highlighting the main problems it poses. Particular attention is required regarding comparative law and the possible supranational and international relevance of the research topic.
(ii) Structuring of the research project. 

The structure of the project must unfold according to internally coherent lines and arguments linked together, also through the illustration of the chosen methodological approach. The structuring in chapters or even just in paragraphs is not strictly required in the presentation of the project.
Candidates who have achieved a minimum grade of 14/20 are admitted to the written test.
The name of the candidate must not appear on the title page, but only the university registration number, the curriculum for which you want to compete, the title of the project, strictly in PDF version, under penalty of exclusion.

B) Written test: up to a maximum of 60 points.
Monday 24 July 2023, 8.30 am; classroom 101 - Faculty of Law (Building CU002) - Piazzale Aldo Moro, 5 – 00185 Rome
The written exam consists in the development of a theme of Administrative Law or Constitutional Law and General Public Law or Criminal Law and Procedure extracted from three tracks prepared by the Commission for each curriculum. 

For the Criminal Law and Procedure curriculum, the topics of the test may have as their object, at the discretion of the Commission, either a topic - to be extracted from a triad - between Criminal Law and Criminal Procedure or a topic, at the choice of the candidate - also extracted from a triad -, of Criminal Law or Criminal Procedure. Normally the discussion is of a theoretical nature (not practical as for the qualification tests for the profession) and can also take its cue from relevant jurisprudential addresses.
Test language: ITALIAN.
The evaluation criteria for the written test are as follows: grammatical and syntactic correctness; clarity of presentation; completeness of the discussion; coherent and orderly argumentative development; problematic analysis of the arguments; knowledge of the doctrinal debate and of the main jurisprudential guidelines; ability of historical-comparative classification.
Candidates who have achieved a minimum grade of 40/60 are admitted to the oral exam.
C) Oral exam: up to a maximum of 40 points.

Candidates who pass the written test support a discussion before the Commission of selection focused on the research project they intend to carry out in the doctorate. 
Test language: ITALIAN.
The evaluation criteria for the oral exam are as follows: aptitude for research and motivation to study; argumentative and problematic approach; good knowledge of curricular subjects; fairness and clarity of presentation.
Furthermore, during the test, knowledge and command of the English language is ascertained both with the reading and translation of an English text, and with the eventual exposure in English of the research project.
The oral exam is passed if the candidate obtains a mark of at least 26/40.
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
